Joint Board

Bylaws

Article I - Name

The name of this organization shall be the Colorado State University Extension Joint Board, hereinafter known as the Joint Board.

Article II - Purpose

The purpose shall be to coordinate activities and business concerning the joint efforts of the following:

· . Colorado Association of 4-H Agents

· . ' Colorado Extension Association of Family and Consumer Sciences

· . Colorado County Agents Association

· . Epsilon Sigma Phi
· Colorado Extension Specialists Association

The above listed associations will be hereinafter referred to as Member Associations.

The Joint Board will act as representatives of the member associations in discussions with the Associate Provost Extension Director, Associate Director and Assistant Director of Operations related to professional and procedural concerns of individual members of the associations.
Article III- Membership

Each Member Association shall be represented by no more than a total of three representatives. Representatives shall be selected in a manner to be determined by each Member Association, but shall include three officers of the Member Associations. Each Member Association shall have one vote per representative, not to exceed three. Representatives must be in attendance at the meeting to exercise their voting privilege. Seven members present shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.


Article IV - Officers

Section 1 - Vacancy

If a vacancy occurs in the Chairman position, another member of the same organization will assume the chairmanship.
Section 2 - Terms of Office

Terms of Office for each officer position shall be for one year, commencing with the first Joint Board meeting held after their election concurrent with the Colorado State University Extension annual meeting.
Section 3 - Officer Positions

The Chairman and Vice Chairman of Joint Board shall be the Presidents of the Member Associations prescribed in the rotation order. The Vice-Chairman will succeed the Chairman. The positions of Chairman and Vice Chairman will rotate through Member Associations in the following order:

·  Colorado Association of 4-H Extension Agents (2012)
·  Colorado Extension Association of Family and Consumer Sciences (2013)
·  Colorado County Agents Association (2014)

·  Epsilon Sigma Phi (2015)
·  Colorado Extension Specialists Association (2016)

Section 4 - Quorum
A quorum of members shall constitute the governing body to act on matters between Annual Meetings. Any Bylaw decisions reached would be subject to the approval of the members at the next Annual Meeting and upon proper notice by the membership thirty days in advance of the meeting. The mid-year meeting shall be held at a convenient time for the majority of members with the Chairman determining and arranging for the meeting place and agenda.
Section 5 - Duties

A. Chairman:

·  Presides at the Annual Meeting and all other meetings
·  Appoints chairpersons of Ad Hoc Committees and solicits volunteers for the committee members

·  Coordinates, or causes to be coordinated, the activities of Ad Hoc committees 
·  Coordinates and distributes the communications and minutes to members and the Assistant Director of Operations

·  Schedules additional meetings or other communications methods as deemed necessary to carry out the immediate business and/or concerns of Joint Board.

 B. Vice Chairman:

·  Performs the duties in the absence or disability of the Chairman. 
·  Performs duties as may be assigned by the Chairman.
C. Secretary:

· Will take notes and transmit to the chairman for distribution to the rest of the members
D. Past Chairman:

· Consults with the organization on past business proceedings
Article V - Committees

The Chairman shall solicit Ad Hoc committees as needed.

Article VI - Meetings

There shall be at least one (1) and no more than two (2) meetings yearly, one of which shall be the Annual Business Meeting. The Annual Meeting shall be held in conjunction with the Colorado State University Extension annual conference. Special meetings may be called by the Chairman or by written request of twenty (20) percent of the membership of Joint Board.

Article VII - Records

The organization shall keep or cause to be kept correct and complete minutes of the proceedings. Any member or Association Member may inspect all records for any purpose at any reasonable time.

Article VII - Amendments

Members shall have the power to make, amend and repeal the Bylaws of the Joint Board at any annual, regular or special meeting of the members called for that purpose by a two-thirds vote of all Joint Board members present. Notification of proposed action must be given at least 30 days prior to the meeting.
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
